Getting started: Share with one another examples of the kinds of
blessings God gives to his people—blessings you’ve experienced.

Open your Bible to Genesis 27:1-41

At the heart of this story is “the blessing”. Scan through Gen. 26
to see what that blessing was as experienced by and
expressed to Isaac.

In 27:1-41, there are basically four scenes, each with two
characters. Find each scene and give a one line summary of it.

Each of the four characters in this story are deeply flawed. How
would you characterize Isaac’s spiritual flaw? Rebekah’s?
Jacob’s? Esau’s?

Which of those flaws do you sense is most dangerous in your
life?

Isaac’s blessing in vv.27-29 is, as Gordon Wenham, observes,
not the blessing of a man intimate with God. What do you
think? Compare it with the blessing God himself gives to Isaac
in 25:23-24 or to Jacob in 28:13-15. How does the Bible
express God'’s blessing upon us now?
